Letter from the Fleet Commander.
Welcome to the 2011 All Catalina Fleet 76. We are looking for a big year this year for the Fleet 76. Sailing activities are only about six weeks away, providing we have water in the lake. 

The first membership meeting for all Catalina boat owners was held in January, at the  OCBC Clubhouse, for the main purpose of the electing new officers for fleet 76 and for signing up the members for the fleet. Two officers were elected: that of Commander and a Vice Commander. Carl Borgfeld was elected Commander and Steve Meyer was elected Vice Commander for the year 2011.

This meeting was well attended and most Catalina boat owners signed up as regular members to the fleet. Since all Catalina boat owners which make Lake Hefner their home, are considered automatically part of the family of fleet 76, it is hoped that all within this category will sign up as regular members. The following list three categories of membership to the fleet:
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Reqular Member - A Regular Member shall be an owner or a part owner of
Catalina yacht. He/she has the following privileges: holding office, voting,
and commanding a Catalina yacht in sanctioned races.

Associate Member - An Associate Member is a person who subscribes to
the objectives in Aticle II and does not own a Catalina yacht. This person
does not have voting privileges, cannot hold office, but can command a Cata-
lina yacht in sanctioned races.

Resident Member — Owns a Catalina Sailboat but does not pay dues, ma
not vote, or hold office.
