GENERAL SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
The International Catalina 30 Association and Catalina Fleet #44 - Santa Cruz Region are the organizing authorities for this regatta.  The Santa Cruz Catalina Fleet  #44 and the 

Santa Cruz Yacht Club are the Hosts and will provide race management.
1.0
Rules

A. All competitions will be governed by the 2001-2004 Racing Rules of  Sailing (RRS) and the prescriptions of US SAILING (USSA), The International Catalina 30 Association (IC30A) rules, the Notice of Race and these Sailing Instructions. 

B. The maximum allowable headsail shall be 155% L.P.

C. In all events, all competitors shall wear life jackets or other adequate personal buoyancy while racing.  A wetsuit or dry suit is not adequate personal buoyancy.

D. The regatta is classified as a Category A. event in accordance with USSA.

E. All skippers must be members of the IC30A and is not waived by the USSA rule.

2.0 Entries

A. A boat may enter by completing an entry form and paying the fees for the regatta.  Entry forms are available from the regatta chairperson/committee.  It is the responsibility of the skipper to register by 10:30 hrs on Friday, July 13, 2001.


B. The individual who signs the entry form will be regarded as the entrant of the yacht throughout the event to which it applies.  In accordance with RRS Rule 75, an entrant must be a member of a USSA recognized yacht organization.  

C.
Yachts entering the regatta must comply with the provisions of RRS Rule 78 regarding eligibility.

3.0
Notice to Competitors


A.
Notices to competitors will be posted on the SCYC Official Notice Board, located in the window opposite the bar at the Northeast corner of the SCYC clubhouse.


B.
Changes to Sailing instructions, if any, will be posted not later than 10:30 hrs on the day they take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 1800 hrs, on the day before it takes effect.  A code flag "L" will be flown from the club flagpole whenever changes are posted.  It is the responsibility of each skipper to be aware of any changes.

4.0   
Liability

A.
The Santa Cruz Yacht Club, Catalina Fleet #44 and the International Catalina 30 Association, its officer, members and volunteers shall not be responsible for any loss of life or property damage resulting from or during any sanctioned racing event.

5.0

Signals

A. International code flags and audible sounds shall be prescribed by the RRS.

B. Signals made ashore shall be displayed from the Club flagpole.

6.0

Safety

A. The sailing area will be defined by the race committee based on the existing wind and sea conditions on the morning of the race day.

B. Any boat retiring before completing a race shall notify the Race Committee.  Those failing to do so may be subject to disqualification.

C. Competitors are advised that non-competing boats are not governed by the RRS and that COLREGS or Unified Inland Rules govern meeting with non-competing boats.

7.0

Scoring

A.
The Low Point Scoring System (RRS Appendix A) will be used.  Specifically, yachts in the following categories will receive points as follows:


1.
Yachts not starting (DNS)  - points equal to total of yachts entered plus one (1).


2.
Yachts not finishing (DNF) or withdrawing prior to the protest hearing - points equal to total number of yachts starting plus one (1).


3.
Yachts disqualified (DSQ) - points equal to total number of yachts entered plus two (2).


4.
Yachts on the course side at the start (OCS) and failing to comply with Rules 29.1 and 30.1 - points equal to total yachts starting plus two (2).


5.    
Yachts retiring (RET) in self-disqualification  - same as DNF.


B.
Ties will be broken in accordance with RRS Appendix A, except that, if a tie still remains after applying the provisions of this paragraph, it will be broken in favor of the yacht with the lowest score in the last race in which both yachts competed.

C. Awards:  At least one award will be given for each three boats entered, to a maximum of four.  (4 entrants = 1 award, 6 entrants = 2 awards, 9 entrants = 3 awards, etc.)

8.0 Protests

A. Protest filing period is one hour, beginning when the Race Committee Signal Boat returns to the dock.  Time will be posted on the Official Notice Board.

B. Protests shall be submitted in writing on US Sailing forms and filed with the on-duty Club employee or any Race Committee member.

C. Protest notices and hearing schedules, informing the parties to the hearing, shall be posted at the completion of arbitration.  Notices will be posted on the Official Notice Board.  It is the competitor's responsibility to check the Board before leaving.

D. For the purposes of awarding trophies, the decision of the protest committee shall be considered final, but this in no way limits a boat's right of appeal under Provision of RRS Rule 70.

9.0

Arbitration

A. Parties to a protest are required to attend a mandatory arbitration hearing the day of the event prior to any hearing by the Protest Committee.  The time and place of the arbitration hearing will be posted within 15 minutes of the end of the protest time limit on the Official Notice Board.  

B.
After arbitration, if a party accepts a penalty in lieu of a formal protest hearing, the penalty shall be assessed as in RRS 44.3 (c) except the penalty shall be 40%

10.0 Schedule of Races

A. Friday, July 13th, one race, with warning signal at 12:50pm.  Saturday, July 14th, two races, with warning signal at 11:50am.  Sunday, July 15th, one race, with warning signal at 11:50am.  In the event that all races are sailed, one race shall be deemed a throw-out.

11.0 Order of Start/Course Flags

A. As per Rule 86.1 (b) the starting sequence on Charts A (12:00 start and 13:00 start) changes the starting sequence prescribed in the RRS.  See Charts A (12:00 start and 13:00 start) for stated changes.  

B. Different classes will start separately.  The order of start will be as follows Spinnaker Std. Rig, Spinnaker Tall Rig, Racing Std. Rig, Racing Tall Rig, Cruising Std. Rig and finally Cruising Tall Rig.  If there are only two divisions, for example, Spinnaker Std. Rig and Cruising Std. Rig, the Cruising Std. Rig's starting sequence will follow the Spinnaker Std. Rig's start.

C. The warning signal for each succeeding class shall be made with or after the starting signal of the proceeding class.

D. On a day in which two races are scheduled the second race will start approximately twenty minutes after the last boat, within the time limit, finishes.




E.
See Charts A (12:00 start and 13:00 start) for course flags.

12.0 Race Courses

A. Courses shall be sailed on the Monterey Bay in the general area just South of the Santa Cruz Harbor at the discretion of the Race Committee.

B. Friday and Saturday race courses and marks see chart B.

C. Sunday race courses and marks see chart C.

D. The diagrams on chart B & C show the courses, including the approximate angles and locations between the legs, the order of rounding marks and the side on which each mark is to be passed.  See chart D for approximate locations of marks. 

E. Courses may be shortened at the discretion of the Race Committee in accordance with RRS rules, but not to less than two (2) legs.
13.0 Time Limits




A.
The time limit of the races shall be three (3) hours.  If no yacht completes the course within the time limit, the race shall be deemed abandoned.  When one yacht finishes within the applicable time limit, the race shall stand for all other yachts finishing within 30 minutes of the first finisher.  All remaining yachts will be scored "Did not finish."

14.0
Recalls

A.
Recalls, Individual and General, will be handled in accordance with RRS Rule 29.

B. In the case of a General Recall, the specific fleet shall start 5 minutes after their scheduled class/division start.  Subsequent fleets shall have their starts postponed accordingly.
15.0  
Penalties

A. (Breaking rules of Part 2 RRS).  Unless otherwise stated in specific regatta instructions, the 720 degree turn penalty, as described in RRS Rule 44.2, shall be in effect.

B. (Touching a mark RRS).  Unless otherwise stated in specific regatta instructions, the 360 degree turn penalty, as described in RRS Rule 31.1, shall be in effect.
16.0  
Yachts and Equipment

A. The yacht shall be manufactured by Catalina Yachts and shall conform in its rigging and hull to specifications of the respective one design association.

B. Required equipment shall be as per the current approved class rules with the exception that the four (4) digit markings on the headsail are not required.  Each yacht shall conform to the requirements of the USCG for safety equipment.

C. The number of crew shall not exceed 8 persons.
