Had customer call in with a 1984 Catalina 30 that had Gemini compass asking about replacing the light.  Below is what I found after a quick search.   
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I think the Gemini series of compasses were made by Aqua Meter (Rule Industries).

Whether you can replace the dome or not depends on how the compass was made.

Many of the lower price compasses were glued or heat sealed.  The more

expensive compasses were assembled with screws have replacable domes,

diaphragms, etc.  But even if the dome is replacable, you still have to find

one.  An alternative is to try and polish the dome you have, as the clouding

may just be a surface condition.

  The fluid in modern compasses is a clear mineral based oil, similar to

kerosene or diesel fuel.  Either one would work, just be aware of the color

and clarity of the stuff (diesel fuel is red!).  Don't use alcohol, as it will

damage both the dome and the lettering on the card.
